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Both Ezra and Nehemiah speak of “the good hand
of our God upon us.” Wetoo can testify to the
good hand of God, a hand of good care that comes
‘justintime.” Kathi and | returned home from one
of our weekend ministries to find that atall cherry
tree had split in a storm and was leaning
precariously over our home. Serious damage was
imminent. | called our local ‘tree surgeon’ to the
rescue; however, his previous commitments meant
delay. Another storm was forecasted calling for
immediate action. As| stood at the bottom of the
50- foot ladder, chain saw in hand | prayed for
God' s protection while | attempted to remove the
danger. Halfway up the ladder | was interrupted by
the insistent voice of the tree surgeon who had just
arrived. Begging me to come down he reminded me
that he had just saved my life — God’ s good hand
just intime.

While on highway 400, travelling home from a
chapel ministry, my car began to shake and the back
end started to shift sideways — a transport truck
unaware of my presence had caught my car’s rear
section while moving into my lane. The driver ‘just
happened’ to be talking by radio to the truck ahead
of me and was warned to return to his lane before
he rolled me over and crushed me! — God’ s good
hand just in time.

This month | broke my glasses and had to have
them replaced. | slipped into the optician’s office on
a Saturday to see what could be done. The optician
was in and took the time to examine my eyesfor a
new prescription, the last day of OHIP coverage —
God' s good hand just in time. The cost of the
glasses was more than our monthly budget could

afford, but two days before the glasses came in we
received cash support for the ministry which,
although it isto be sent to the office at the end of
the month, covered the immediate cash need —
God's good hand just in time.

| was recently in a church service where the pastor
reminded the congregation that God' s people do
not share the reality of God'swork in our lives
enough. | agree! Therefore, | take this opportunity
to let you know that ‘the good hand of God’ is
evident regularly in our lives. Hiscareand
goodnessisjust in time to evidence that WE
NEED OUR GOD DAILY. We praise him for His
loving care.

Courses and Study Guides.

Kathi and | will work to complete our Newsletters
on amonthly basis. Thank you again for your
prayers and encouragement.

We continue to wait upon the Lord to burden 10 families from 15 churches to commit $20 per month to the
ministry of training pastorsin West Africa. Thiswill complete our support needs and allow for consistently
scheduled trips. Please continue to pray for God to use us as He wills during pre-field and to give the hearts
of His people aburden for this training ministry. Depending on the value of the Canadian dollar, we are
presently at around 60% of committed support requirements.

from the book of Ephesians 2:8-10, and also in Romans 6:23 and Galatians 2:16. From
that day | got to know that | am saved but not by my good works. It isthe gift of God
through faith in Jesus Christ our Lord, and that not by works. So from that day | became
. ateacher, teaching other people about faith in Christ, that salvation is not by our good
works. And thisisthe way | became Baptist. | am now a student in the Mathetes Baptist
College at Ho.”
